White Wine 750 ml bottle 
 

 
Copper Moon Chardonnay (Canada)                $26 
Its vivacious personality shines through notes of citrus, passion fruit and 

gooseberry finishing with crisp citrus notes. 
 

 
Terra Andina Semillion Chardonnay (Chile)                      $26 
Intense varietal character dominated by tropical fruits such as pineapple and  

pawpaw blended with fresh Sémillon. In the mouth it feels jammy and fresh  

with a balanced acidity and a persistent finish. 
 

 
XOXO Pinot Grigio Chardonnay (Canada)            $28 
Crisp notes of citrus, tropical fruit and ripe pear. A Refreshing, easy-drinking wine.  
 

 
JP Chenet Chardonnay (France)                                                  $29 
Clear and brilliant, its colour slightly golden yellow with faint green highlights.  

A round and pleasing wine, finely balanced, with notes of grapefruit and vanilla. 

 

Prospect Larch Tree Hill Riesling (Canada)                                             $30 
Our Riesling has notes of fresh lime and ripe peaches blended nicely with a hint of 

fennel and honeysuckle. Aromatic and flavourful, the wine is balanced with a generous  

finish. 

 

Moore’’’’s Creek Chardonnay (Australia)                                    $30 

This wine exhibits peaches and stone fruits on the nose and palate, while the subtle 

use of oak combines well for a refreshing but full mouthfeel. 

 
Antinori Campogrande Orvieto Classico (Italy)                                    $31 
Straw yellow with green highlights, the wine shows aromas which recall bananas, 

pineapple, and flowers. Full on the palate, savory and soft, it is a pleasurable,  

easy-drinking wine.

Finca El Origen Viognier (Argentina)                                                $32 
Intense yellowish green color. In the nose, it displays intense and complex aromas  

of apricot, white peach and honey. It is a creamy and voluptuous wine with notes  

of lime and flowers granted by a refreshing acidity that leads into a lingering finish. 
 

 
Santa Rita Reserva Sauvignon Blanc (Chile)                                         $34 
This wine has a brilliant yellow color with green hues. Its intense aroma is a fragrant 

blend of citrus fruit and maracuya with a herbaceous backdrop typical of this variety. 

On the palate, it is concentrated, with a pleasant acidity that highlights its freshness, 

firm structure and excellent persistence. 

 
Gray Monk VQA, Pinot Gris (Canada)             $45 
This wine had an intense aroma of pink grapefruit and pineapple and flavours of  

citrus fruits and apricots. The color can range from pale lemon in cooler years to  

a soft peach color in hot years. 
 

 
Sandhill Estates Sauvignon Blanc (Canada)            $46 
Clear and bright with an aroma that is nicely balanced between tropical fruit notes 

of kiwi and pineapple, the classic notes of grapefruit, gooseberry, herbs and sweet  

grass, and a mingling of lemon drops, Bartlett pear and peach. Zippy, invigorating  

notes of lemon, lime and tangerine linger on the finish. 
 

 
Rodney Strong Chalk Hill Chardonnay (United States)                       $57 
This wine has a certain fullness and creamy texture on the palate.  In the glass it is  

both creamy and crisp, with abundant fruit character, with mineral and toasty oak  

flavours.

Mission Hill Five Vineyards Rosé (Canada)            $36 
Ripe red fruits, honey, jasmine and pomegranate mark the aromas of the dry and 

refreshing rose. The palate if full of wild strawberries, watermelon, range and

Copper Moon Shiraz (Canada)                                                                  $26 
Its bold nature shimmers with notes of black cherry and a hint of spice on the palate. 

 
Terra Andina Carmemere (Chile)                                                             $26 
A bright violet-red color, this wine offers the abundant black fruit and elegant spice 

aromas typical of Carmenere accompanied by the Syrah’s tart and fruity aromas of 

raspberry and blueberry. The smooth and velvety palate is very fruity and refreshing, 

with a finish of subtle vanilla and toast from the wood oak. 

 

Prospect Haynes Barn Merlot Cabernet (Canada)    $27 
Our Merlot Cabernet is full of red berry fruit, cocoa, cedar and tobacco. The ripe, 

fruity palate offers further complexity in the form of coffee, oak spice and mint. 
 

 
XOXO Shiraz Cabernet (Canada)                                                           $28 
Medium-bodied red wine with a slightly rich mouth-feel and flavours of juicy black  

fruits and a touch of spice. 

 

JP Chenet Merlot (France)                                                           $29 
Bright red colour with a purple rim. Summer fruits with aromas of blackcurrant,  

cherry and raspberry jam followed by a soft round finish. 
 

 
Finca Flinchman Misterio Malbec (Argentina)              $30 
Deep red colour. Scented nose, violet and black plums. This wine has a voluptuous  

Palate with an elegant aftertaste. 

 

Moore’s Creek Cabernet Sauvignon (Australia)                               $30 
Proud of its Mediterranean origins, and determined to show off its superiority,  

in short Arrogant Frog offers arrogant quality! Deep purple in colour with intense, 

fruit-driven aromas and a seductively silky palate.  

 

Antinori Santa Cristina Sangiovese (Italy)                     $31 
This wine has complex and sweet harmonious aromas of tobacco, blackcurrants 

and blackberry, cedar and fruit mince. I has a vibrant ripe fruit bouquets, with 

nice floral hints, and a sweet tardiness.

Santa Rita Reserva, Merlot (Chile)                                                      $34 
This Merlot has a robust flavour on the palate, with fine concentration, mature 

slightly sweet tannins and excellent balance. Its fragrant aroma combines ripe 

black fruits with plum notes and a touch of spice 

 
Ringbolt Cabernet Sauvignon (Australia)                                            $44 
This wine is generous and inviting, opening to plush red fruits building to a full  

mid palate fleshiness then leading to a complex meld of fruit, briar and edgy tannins. 
 

 
Gray Monk VQA Pinot Noir (Canada)               $45 
Burgundy in colour, this wine has a fine aroma of blackberries and rose petals. 

There is a hint of raspberry in the flavour. Decanting this wine brings out the 

characteristic silky texture of pinot noir. 
 

 
Rodney Strong Knotty Vines Zinfandel (United States)                    $46  
It has immediately appealing blueberry, raspberry, cherry, red rose, Australian 

black liquorice, and crème de menthe notes. The entry is smooth and supple, with a 

nice lift of violet and mint, then boysenberry and cherry fruit, and then mocha. 

It is complex and layered.  The finish is slightly mouth-puckering and long. 
 

 
Sandhill Estates Cabernet Merlot (Canada)                                            $49 
A medium to full bodied wine with drying tannis, good structure and moderate acidity. 

Deep garnet in colour with a beautiful bouquet of black cherry, blue plum and baking  

spice. Nicely framed by oak.

Deinhard Lila Brut (Germany) - 750ml                                                  $40 
Floral, blackcurrant, finely acidic fruit with elegant spirit and attractive ripeness while

Champagne 750 ml bottle 
 
 

Veuve Cliquot Brut Yellow Label (France) – 375ml                                   $45 
Loved all over the world for its crisp, full flavours, consistent quality and celebratory  

Yellow Label. This classical dry Champagne is a blend of two-thirds black grapes  

(Pinot Noir & Pinot Meunier) for body, balanced with one-thirds Chardonnay for elegance. 
 

 
Moet & Chandon Brut  (France) – 375ml                                                     $55 
On the palate the champagne is dry with apple flavours and a good crisp acidity. The  

carbonation gives the champagne a nice light mouth feel and the acidity leaves a refreshed  

palate.  
 

 
Dom Perignon (France) – 750ml                                                                       $225 
The initial notes of fresh almond and grapefruit gradually lead into cashew nut and spices.  

Satiny texture unfurls on the palate with a vibrating finish that arouses the taste buds. The 

persistence is remarkable, with the slightest undertone of citrus.
